REGISTRATION FEES
OPTION 1: Early Bird discount when you register before Monday November 25th, 2024: $550 CAD* per team (maximum of 6 players and 2 coaches)

OPTION 2: Registration before the deadline on December Friday 8th, 2024: $650 CAD* per team (maximum of 6 players and 2 coaches)

* We ask teams to pay in Canadian dollars; otherwise, a $10 CAD foreign currency exchange fee will be applied! 
Registration fees and all liability waivers must be received before a team’s registration can be confirmed.  We are not responsible for travel arrangements made before registration is officially confirmed.
REGISTRATION DEADLINE

Entries after the deadline of December 8th, 2024 will be considered at the discretion of the tournament organizers and subject to availability.
CANCELATION POLICY

A cancellation fee of $200 CAD per team will be charged for cancellations after January 1st, 2025.  Upon receiving a written cancellation request, a team on the waiting list will be immediately given the cancelling team’s spot.

TOURNAMENT CAPACITY

The 23rd Montreal Open can accept the following:

MEN’S TOURNAMENT: The first 10 fully paid and registered men’s teams.
WOMEN’S TOURNAMENT: The first 6 fully paid and registered women’s teams.
ARRIVAL & TOURNAMENT COMMENCEMENT

The competition will start on Friday, January 24th, 2025 at 6:00 PM. It is your responsibility to arrive on time for Friday’s scheduled games.

TOURNAMENT FINALS & DEPARTURE

The final games will take place on Sunday January 26th at 1 : 00 pm with medal ceremonies to immediately follow . It is your responsibility to be available through to the end of the tournament.

TOURNAMENT RULES
We will apply the 2022-2024 IBSA rules with the only exception being number of games played in a day; the tournament schedule may require teams to play more games than the IBSA rules recommend.
